of business and professional men fostering the Ideal of Service in persomal,
business ard community life, The Feur-Way Test is a workable application
nf the Idleal of Serwvice. Rotarians who sew how well it worked for a fellow
Rotarian felt that it could be equally effective for other people,
everywhere, Since it is & part of the Ideal of Service to be helpful to
others wherever ani whenever you can, Rotary International made the spread
of the Four<Way Test a part of its prsgram,
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The story of how the Four-Way Test helped a large business crganization is
interesting=--but moét of us aren't connected with such firms. How dees
the Four-Way Test apply to me as an individuasl? Mr. B, can you help me
with the anewer te that one?

(Name), the Four-Way Test is universal in its application, It is a set of
four simple questions to ask yourself about your possible course of action
in any given situation, It may be a personal matter, or it may be a problem
that confronte you in business, Whatever it is, you must be able to give

a "Yes" answer to yourself on all four gquestione, If you can do that, you
know in your own heart that your course of actien 1s right,

But wouldn't you say, B, that most (Name City) business and professional
men already have high standards of ethical conduct?

Certainly, And that isn't true of (Name City) alone, I think people
everywhere want te do the right thing, But it isn't always easy to decide
what'e right, and the Four-Way Test iz a guide,

But cen & guide that would apply in another country, with different
etandards of business, te equally successful here in (Name City)?

I don't see why not., If a thing is dishonest, unfair, harmful or
discourteous in cne part of the world, it can't be much better anywhere

I agree, Let me tell you &n experience, A friend of mine, in ancther
eity, by the way, read an ad in the paper--an ad for & man'e suit, The
advertiser was a gool friend of his and he knew that the merchant intended
to be honest, BPut the ad priced the suit at $59_?5, end the copy said,
"The finest suit money can buy!" The next day, my friend asked the
merchant if he would give him a written guarantee that he couldn't buy a
tetter suit of clothes, anywhere, at any price,

What was his ansawer?

He was embarrassed--and he finally admitted, although he wouldn't put it
into these exact words--that his advertising copy simply wasn't the truth,
His explanation was that he "hadn't stopped to think" when he eprroved
that advertisement, Well, the purpose of the Four-Way Test is to make you
