ANNCR: TYou won't get any zmrguments there -- but how can these fellowships contribute
" anything to world peace?

MR, A: Through better understanding between nations. These young people are, in
a sense, ambagsadors of good will from their countries to the lands in which
they study. Through the friendships they form they help to forge & chain
of friendship and understanding, and we all agree that understanding is
necessary in the development of a lasting peace. We are backing the Rotary
Foundation Fellowships with so much enthusiasm because we feel that it is
a tangible and effective project.

ANNCR: Who is eligible to apply for these Fellowships?

MR, A: Young men and women bhetween the ages of 20 and 29 who are college graduates
or senior students in a college or university. Applicents are sponsored by
Rotary Clubs just like ours, Each Rotary District is eligible for a
Fellowship every other year -- and naturally, each District wants its
Fellow to be of the highest possible calibre,

ANNCR: Do you look for particular qualities in a Fellowship applicant?

MR. A: Yes we do, . He must have a genuine interest in furthering
internstional understanding as well as his personal education, He must be
the friendly, capable type of young person who is a leader among his
ageocietes, These attributes, together with high scholastic standing and
ability to speak the language of the country in which he hopes to study, are
vitally important in the selectlon of a Rotary Fellow,

ANNCE: I can certainly understand that. But these qualities don't always show up

on a written application, do they Mr, A?

MR, A: No, they don't, That's why we have a personsl interview with our spplicants.
It gives us 2 chance to talk with them about the objectives of the program,
and about the conditions to which a Rotary Fellow must agree,

ANNCR: What are the conditions, Mr, B?

MR. B: Generally speaking, the Rotary Fellow must agree to carry out the broad
purposes of the Foundation program by taking advantage of every possible
opportunity to promote internmational understanding end good will, More
