I'd never thought of it from that viewpoint.

Well, that viewpoint leads right into the purpose of Boys and Girls Week,
The really wonderful things that our boys and girls are accomplishing are
too often taken for granted, Let someone make the statement that 2% of the
boye and girls of a community are delinquent and we are shocked. EHow much
better it would be if we said that 98J. of the boys and girls had never heen
in serious trouble of any kind, Also, the adults who give their time and
money and thought to youth activities don't always get the receognition they
merit,

They're not after recognition, but that's no sign they don't deserve 1t,
As more people are informed about (Name City) youth work, the easier it
will be to enlist people who will volunteer to take A hand in it,
