We all do a good amount of talking about good citizenship,
without ever really defining the subject. Does good citizanship apply most
to our part in natiomal, state or community affairs? What 1s a good citizen
and how does he differ from an indifferent citizen?

Rotary Golden Round Table, a local contribution to the world-wide observance
of Rotary International's Fiftieth Amnniversary, feels that discussion is
the start toward accomplishment. So, for the next 15 minutes, we are going

to lock at good citizenship from the standpoint of ocur own city.

As communities go, my own feeling is that our city has better-than-average
citizena, Would anyone disagree?

(OFF) What percentage of qualified voters actually went to the polls here
for the last school-board election?

Why--1 really don't know.
(OFF) Well, I'll tell you, Exactly percent.
But--there waen't much of a contest in that election, after all.

(OFF) A good citizen votes, contest or not, He doesn't let anything short
of a major disaster keep him away from the polls.

Well--possibly. And we already have the basis for some controversy.
Exactly what does qualify s person as a good citizen? Mr. A, can you give

us an answer?

We could very well devote the whole 15 minutes at our disposal to &

definition of good citizenship. As you know, there are Rotary Clubs in
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(CONT,) 89 different countries, and Rotarianas everywhere are constantly
working toward better citizenship. The Ideal of Service, Rotary's basic
foundation, is as good a starting point for good citizenship as anything
I've ever found, But because of its vitel interest in good citizenship,
Rotary International has prepsred a score card for Rotarians and others to
use in rating their citizenship, This score card enables an individual to
determine how he measures up to his citizenship obligations. The score
card includes ten marks of good citizenship, and you rate yourself on each

of the ten pointes.
Ten points, How do the points compare in value?

You give yourself from one to ten percentage points on each of the ten marks

of a good citizen.
How were these points of good citizenship determined?

The score card is a composite of opinion from leading Eoterians who are
especially interested in the subject of good citizenship. Tt wouldn't be
possible to give any one person complete credit for authorship.

Do you think the score eard really tells you anything about your rating as

a citizen?

T certainly do. Most of us are inclined to be somewhat smug about our
standing as citizens, We don't think of ourselves as having any shortcomings
in ecitizenship, TIt's always the other fellow. BPBut I know that any person
who questions himself honestly sbout the ten statements on our Good Citizens'
gcore card will find himself facing the unpleagant fact that he could improve
himzself s great deal in some departments.

This sounds like an interesting game of self-analysis. What is the first of
the ten points on which you grade yourself?

I think Mr. B is better gualified to discuss Point One than I am, because
it's in his field.

Well, the first mark of good citizenship is this--a good citizen ls well-
informed on local and world affairs. You can't possibly be a good citizen
and an indifferent one. Nobody can take Intelligent action without knowing
what's going on in the world and in his own community. It's my oplnion
that the greatest reacon for public disagreement on any country's foreign
policy is that so few people are well-informed on foreign affairs. They
will tell you that they don't have the time to keep up with world
